When I give my permission…
The following steps will take place:

1. The ESAP team will gather specific information about your child’s performance in school from all school staff that has contact with your child.  An assigned ESAP team member will talk with you either in person or over the phone about your observations, your child’s strengths, and your concerns.

2. The ESAP team will develop a plan of action with you to help your child achieve success in school.  The plan might include service and activities in school and/or services from the community.  If necessary, the ESAP team will talk with you about other services and give you information on how to contact others who may be able to help.

3. The ESAP team will continue to work with and support your child.  They will stay in touch with you to talk about your child’s progress and success in school.

What is the Student Assistance Program?

The Elementary Student Assistance Program (ESAP) is a group process that helps identify concerns, gather information, brainstorm solutions and monitor progress to assist our students.
The ESAP team is comprised of a core group of caring professionals who are trained in ESAP and include:

· School Administrators

· Teachers

· Counselor

· Nurses

· Community Agency Liaisons

The ESAP team gathers information in order to identify difficulties that may be getting in the way of your child’s academic success.  ESAP will make suggestions, implement strategies, and follow up as needed.  
The goal of the ESAP team is to work with you and other teachers and/or professionals who serve your child to assure his/her success.
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Do You See Your Child Showing Any of These Behaviors?

· Withdrawn from family, friends 
· Does not make friends/losing friends

· Acting aggressively/hurting others or self

· Unexplained physical injuries/talking about suicide/depressed
· Hyperactive/ easily distracted

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If your child has already been referred to ESAP, it is because someone is concerned about changes in behavior or academic performance in your child.  Maybe a teacher or friend has noticed changes in behavior and habits.   
The ESAP team will contact you as soon as a referral has been submitted.  Before proceeding with the ESAP process, we will request that you sign a ESAP permission form.  Once you sign, the ESAP team will begin to work with you and your child.  The ESAP team will:

1. gather information
2. brainstorm solutions & recommendations 
3. communicate with all involved 

4. monitor progress

The ESAP team will help you find services and assistance in and outside of the school.  
The ESAP team does NOT diagnose, treat, or refer your child for treatment.  

We provide you with all the pertinent information, YOU MAKE THE CHOICE!
If you choose not to utilize the ESAP team, please check DO NOT GRANT PERMISSION section on the permission form. The ESAP team will NOT become involved.
